Update from the Friends of the Library

Minutes of Last Board Meeting:
The July 2020 minutes were adopted.

Appointments and Resignations:
Kelsey Matoushek has returned to work after her furlough. There are no resignations to report.

New Business:

PCC Maintenance and Renewal:
e E.Burns presented a motion to approve the contract, M. Coffey seconded. The board
unanimously supported this motion.

New Floor Scrubber:
e J. Hanrahan presented a motion to approve the purchase of the new floor scrubber, J. Boisvert
seconded. The board unanimously supported this motion.

Olympus Energy:

e Broome County Public Library and three other local non-profit organizations have rights to some
land in Pennsylvania, donated several years ago from a patron of the library. Recently some of
the other non-profit organizations have begun working with Olympus Energy, with the intent of
drilling oil from the land and receiving a profit.

e J. Suwak described the legal and financial issues associated with this proposal and provided the
board with options to help determine the best decision for the library.

e P.DeWind proposed an ad-hoc committee to work on this issue and present their
recommendations back to the board.
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e J. Hanrahan and J. Boisvert volunteered to work with J. Suwak on this issue and report back at
the September board meeting.

Old Business:

Budget:

The budget meeting with Broome County went well. There is not another meeting scheduled right now,
but S. Kowalski will inform the board when another meeting is scheduled so that board members have
the option of attending.

Director’s Report:

Broome County is now mandating that all patrons and visitors to the library have their temperature
taken before entering the building.
